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Kuzmin E. Deterrent effect of punishmentand preventive potential ofinternational
criminal tribunals and courts: the dilemma of assessment

The article is devoted to a comprehensive theoretical-legal consideration of the issues
of deterrence of international crimes through the threat of punishment and punishment
as well as the ability of international criminal tribunals and courts to prevent mass atrocities
from the perspective of doctrinal and applied approaches to their assessment.

The most relevant and up-to-date scientific hypotheses regarding the deterrent effect
of punishment and the preventive potential of international criminal tribunals and courts
are systematized, among which theoretical assumptions about deterring future atrocities
by the threat of international criminal prosecutions and international criminal prosecutions;
international criminal tribunals (including their establishment and functioning, and the threat
of such); international criminal trials; the International Criminal Court as a preventive
mechanism; ratification of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court; as well
as through the appeal to the possibilities of international criminal law (in particular, in terms
of the development of its "penal norms”), etc. are predominant.

A generalized critical perception of the overwhelming majority of scientific conjectures
on the averting of incredible atrocities is established, which is largely based on the symbolism
of their nature, reduction to political rhetoric, doubtfulness, conventionality, insignificance,
ineffectiveness, and finally, unconfirmed probability.

A surprisingly skeptical attitude to the procedure for assessing the ‘“deterrent
effect” and “preventive potency” is revealed, both at the conceptual level (usually due
to the superficiality and unconvincing arguments, as well as differences in positions
on the appropriate criteria for evaluation) and in the applied plane (as a result of the lack
of so-called “empirical material” — cases for statistical sampling and lack of other essential
information).

An emphasis is drawn on the unexplored, under-researched and lack of due attention
to a given thematic, and in this regard, the necessity of further reflection on the development
of such a theoretical model, the verification and validation of which would not cause any
doubts, is stressed.
