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Yavorskyi R. Legal regulation of tourist and recreational activities in the USA
The study analyzes various aspects of legal regulation of tourist and recreational activities
in the United States of America. It is emphasized that for the United States of America,
tourism and recreational activities are one of the key clusters that ensure the sustainable
functioning of the state's economy. Accordingly, regulatory and legal acts that regulate
tourist and recreational activities are important so that they comply with the provisions of
current legislation and international principles of tourist activity. In particular, US legislation
provides for mandatory licensing of tourist operators, compliance with hotel service
standards, and protection of the rights and interests of consumers of tourist services.
Considerable attention is paid to the analysis of legal principles that regulate tourist and
recreational activities in the United States of America. The importance of state control and
supervision of compliance with quality standards of tourist services is emphasized, as well
as the importance of interdepartmental cooperation in this area.
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The article pays special attention to agreements between the United States and other
countries regarding the simplification of visa regimes. Such agreements are aimed at
increasing tourist flows and creating favorable conditions for international travel. As part of
such agreements, many countries agreed on a visa-free regime or simplification of procedures
for obtaining visas, which contributes to the development of tourism and strengthening of
international relations.

The authors also analyze measures aimed at ensuring the safety of tourists visiting the
United States, in turn, this includes the introduction of modern technologies to protect against
terrorist threats, improving the system of medical care for foreigners, as well as information
campaigns to increase the awareness of tourists about safety rules. Ensuring the safety of
tourists is considered a priority task that requires coordination between government and
private organizations. The importance of the development of innovative approaches and
technologies to ensure the sustainable development of the tourism and recreation industry
is noted.

The article contributes to the understanding of the mechanisms of legal regulation of
tourism and recreational activities in the USA and can be useful for scientists, practitioners
and politicians interested in the development of this field.
